She did correctly draw the graphs and fill in the tables. However, she never selected the best form of trendline, rather opting for the form that best suited her rather than the data, "(I selected) Power because it seemed easier for the population."

This student did not correctly match the x and y variables to the appropriate real-world concepts. Finally the student failed to complete the majority of the analysis that I asked for. She did not supply any analysis for why one functional form was better than another, nor she did use the model to forecast future populations.
