Laboratory reports
A lab report should be written for any experiment.

The format of the report is as follows:

Title/name of the experiment

Aim/objectives   ( A brief statement of what the experiment is intended to accomplish)

Materials and equipment     ( include a diagram of the apparatus when necessary, since we don't write procedures and the diagrams can replace it . You are allowed to cut out pictures from handouts.)

Observations and results     ( these include descriptive observations if asked but primarily quantitative measurements presented in a data table . All numbers should have units )

Calculations  ( all calculations must be shown )

Conclusions/ questions  ( you will get a list of questions that will guide you to make appropriate conclusions. You should include the questions with the answers)

Application/personal touch– A few sentences that will show a practical application, a personal connection, a related idea, an original thought or suggestions on how to do the experiment in a different way.
